1st Smith’s Lorbri Mistletoe Magic brindle bitch now 7 years old.  Love her curvy outline. She is elegant and feminine, correct angles front and rear. True coming and going with an effortless stride in profile, holding her topline as she goes. Shown in excellent condition. BVB 
2nd Whitehead, Smith & Mixides’ Ch Winter is coming to Citycroft black bitch 9 years she is in lovely condition and moves really well in all directions. I liked her overall shape and she held it on the move. 

MPB 13(2)

A nice class of puppies. 
1st Short’s Collooney Celeste  brindle who caught my eye and the more I looked the more I liked. She is curvy and elegant. Flows underhand from head to toe. Well angulated front and rear with correct feet and pasterns. Absolutely true coming and going  which ultimately won her this class. 
2nd Mycroft’s Crosscop California Barbie from Supeta another nice puppy unlucky to meet 1 . Fawn girl of ideal size, she presents typical whippet outline on the stack. Balanced and shapely. Beautiful coat and condition. Moved well in all directions.

1st Whitehead & Smith’s Creme Anglaise’s Lady Bridgerton of Citycroft (IMP NLD) fawn/white bitch with a lot to admire. She is elegant, feminine and ideal for size. She has the loveliest head and expression, correct angles front and rear with good length of loin. Stands on good feet with correct spring of pastern. True coming and going and held her outline in profile. She began to relax more and more in the challenge, and it put her in high contention for top honours. My winners just had the edge on maturity. 
2nd Finch’s Starceylon Queen of Dorne At Zenobia JW black, curvy and elegant ,  shown in beautiful condition. Lovely head and expression. Good angles front and rear, she stands on good feet with correct spring of pastern. Steady sound mover.

1st Hywel’s Hologem Amazing Dream fawn bitch with a nice head and expression, long neck into well laid back shoulder. Good length of loin with correct topline , well angulated  hindquarters . In lovely condition and is good for size. Moved well . 
2nd Smith’s Collooney You are the Reason brindle bitch, she is good for size, nice angles front and rear, stands on good feet and moved well in profile holding her outline.

1st Sakeld’s Dalerafenn Follow a Dream 
2nd Short’s Collooney Bellissima Bloom black, Shapley puppy who is full of quality. Lovely head and neck into well laid back shoulders, correct topline and underline, really excelled in profile movement holding  her outline.

1st Crosscop Call Me Maybe At Limubox fawn, lovely head and expression with strong neck into well laid back shoulders. Well muscled forequarters and good depth of chest. Correct topline and underline . Well muscled and in good condition. Moved well. 
2nd Demerlay Angel Eyes for Clionys fawn a little taller than 1 , she has a lovely head with correct bite, well ribbed back with correct topline and underline, shown in good condition and moved out well around the ring holding her shape.

1st Hywel’s Hologem Amazing Dream 
2nd Crosscop Let’s Dance with Sweetaurora Elegant, feminine shaded fawn and white with overall balanced appearance. Just slightly larger than 1. 
Good head with correct bite. Nice front angulation and stands on good feet with correct spring of pastern. Moved well. 

GB 10(4) 

1st Perkins’ Creme Anglaise’s Casablanca with Silkridge JW fawn / white . Lovely outline on the stack and she is good for size. Beautiful head and expression, long neck into well laid shoulders with the correct length and return of upper arm. Moved well in all directions particularly excelled in profile movement holding her outline as she went. 
2nd Crosscop you’re still the One for Groomsville fawn, She covers the ground both standing and moving. Slightly taller than 1, correct head expression, front construction is good. Good feet and well sprung pasterns. Moved true.

1st Crosscop Let’s Dance with Sweetaurora 
2nd Ringmore Iona a well balanced classic fawn. She has a lovely head and expression with correct rose shaped ears and correct bite. Nice long neck into good shoulders. Good depth of brisket and nice tuck up. Well angulated hind quarters and good feet. Moved out very well in profile .

MLB 8(2)

1st Halliday’s Brochinbelle Oh La La at Bowdonia fawn brindle Liked her overall shape, she has a lovely head and expression with correct bite. Good reach of neck onto well laid shoulders. Good feet with correct spring of pastern. Well muscled hindquarters with good width of thigh and well let down hocks. Moved true. Handled to get the best out of her. 
2nd Samson’s Dapperdiva Milk and Honey JW  quality fawn bitch of good size, nice feminine head carried on good reach of neck which flows into well laid shoulder, correct return of upper arm with well sprung pasterns and correct feet. Moved well from all angles.

1st Maxwell’s Maccus Rosa Gallica Daphne JW  red fawn who caught my eye immediately. She has the most shapely outline and on closer inspection she has the nicest of heads with alert expression. Her long neck flows into her well laid back shoulders , correct length and return of upper arm. Curvy topline and nice underline to match. 2nd Crosscop you are my destiny at Ardencote fawn white bitch I liked a lot. Excellent for size, correct angles front and rear. She is elegant and feminine and overall a pleasing shape both stood and on the move. In lovely condition.

1st Howgate & Hull’s Palmik the Truth about Love JW fawn with superb head and expression, she has correct length of neck that flows into her shoulders.  front assembly is excellent, with ideal layback of shoulder and correct return of upper arm.  correct depth of chest and infill.  Good feet and correct spring of pastern. Moved out so well holding her shape on the move. RCC 
2nd Mycroft’s Ch Crosscop Candle in the Wind to Supeta another lovely fawn girl who is elegant and balanced and presents a nice outline both stacked and on the move. Correct assembly front and rear, lovely shapely topline and underline to match. Moved out well while holding her outline. 

SpO blue/black 8(4) 

1st Starceylon She’s a Mover JW black not a big girl but in proportion and very correct in her outline.   Shown in lovely condition. Beautiful head and long neck into well laid shoulder with good return of upper arm.  Curvy topline and nice underline to match.  Stands on good feet with well sprung pasterns.  Moved well from all angles and held her shape in profile.
